TWO MORE REASONS TO PRAY A
PUBLIC ROSARY:

1. Marvelous miracles in history are associated with Public
Rosaries: In 1947, Soviet Communist troops occupied Vienna,
Austria and refused to leave, but then DID leave in 1955 after
several years of massive public rosary processions. Large-scale
public rosaries were also credited for stopping a Communist
takeover in Brazil in 1964.

Rosary-related public miracles have occurred even earlier in
history; two of the most famous ones are the outcomes of the
Battle of Lepanto in October, 1571 and the Battle for Vienna in
1683. We pray that God might be willing to save America
through the rosary, just as He permitted this devotion to save
Austria, Brazil, and the Battles of Lepanto and Vienna.

2. We MUST publicly honor God: Some of our citizens are
now trying to eliminate religion and morality from the public
square. For example, some public schools have even suspended
students who pray grace before meals or parents who oppose
immoral curricula. Catholics (and all other Christians) MUST
oppose this secularist agenda by openly honoring God and
respecting His rights and commands. The 2018 Public Square
Rosary Rally is part of that effort.
